The Elizabeth Holmes Saga (2003-2018)

Emmanuel Nwude didn't invent a fake prince—he played a much more sophisticated role: himself.

Western assumptions about African business practices created both suspicion and opportunity. Nwude weaponized these prejudices: legitimate African business deals often required unusual steps due to political instability, making his complex demands seem credible.

In 1925, while reading a newspaper article about the Eiffel Tower's maintenance costs, Lustig had what he called his "Mozart moment"—when all the pieces of a perfect con came together like a symphony.

People believe big lies are hard to sell. Lustig proved the opposite—the bigger the lie, the less people question it. After all, who would dare to fake selling the Eiffel Tower?

"The best sales happen when you look like you don't need the sale."
6. Let The Mark Explain
"When they explain your con to you, you know you've won."
7. Never Drop The Act
"If you're playing drunk, don't get sober when police arrive. If anything, get drunker."
HISTORY RHYMES:


Like when P.T. Barnum said "there's a sucker born every minute," Lustig proved that people will pay more to be entertainingly fooled than boringly served.


THE AFTERMATH: The Last Laugh
Even in prison, Lustig couldn't help himself. He filed a tax evasion complaint against himself for not declaring illegal income from his cons.
